We will be generating criteria for closing PO’s.  They will no longer be left open indefinitely, however; once a PO is closed, it is closed for good and cannot be reopened.  We are working with campus representatives to carefully develop a schedule.  As more information is available we will provide the closing schedule.

3270 will be shut down and we will try to return same functionality.  Changes will be done centrally.  We will have email forms available for increase, decrease, and funding changes.  Possible same day turn-around for adjustments, we will provide just in time training at the next FMM Meeting scheduled for February 12, 2008.

Overall Business Services Update – Don Miner
These are whole new concepts happening here and hats off and a great job goes out to all who helped.  Mike M and Janet Deutsch worked great together on Web.  We are standardizing processes here in consistency with APR.
Please help your payroll processors understand the change to 7 digit Project ID’s and from the Fund 133 to 233.  Hua, Bob Andresen and Don met yesterday with the Payroll and Benefits Coordinators and they were pretty confused by the end.  They need to know that the payroll and IADS 3270 transactions take 4 digit “account” (project in SFS) numbers and they use the last 4 digits of the new Project ID’s.  They also need to understand that Fund 233 is a valid fund and they should not change it back to 133.  Many people paid on fund 133 will change to fund 233 at the start of FY9.  The important thing to remember is that PMAS, the payroll master entry program, does not edit Project ID’s so when errors are made, they come out at the time the accounting posting of the payroll is occurring.

What’s next?  The next major phase of SFS will involve moving revenue and sales credit recording from legacy to SFS.  We hope to make major improvements in how we handle revenue at the same time we make this conversion.  The Business Services APR group has chose a project to make the movement of money from the UW Foundation to Fund 133/233 more efficient as it’s first project.  That’s one of these revenue recording enhancements.  We will also be making changes in how merchant charge card processing is handled, both to reduce cost and to make us compliant with Payment Card Industry standards.
