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MEDICAL OR SCIENTIFIC TESTING AND ANALYZING SERVICES

JUSTIFICATION FOR WAIVING TRANSACTIONS UNDER $25,000

JL-110

Descriptions of Service(s):

Medical or Scientific testing and analyzing services

Purpose:

To assist the University medical or research community when they do not have the facilities or necessary expertise for working on the research projects.

Method of Procurement:


Sole-source non-competitive negotiation

Justification:

This flexibility is necessary for the continued excellence of our research and medical programs.  In many instances, the expertise and integrity of the testing laboratory lends capability to results or are necessary when making a medical determination.

The selected vendor is the sole source able to provide the service based on one of the following criteria;

1) The provider has demonstrated expertise in testing specific human and animal samples, chemicals and other products and has public recognition as the expert in the area.

2) A second opinion or, in rare cases, a third opinion is needed.

3) A researcher is working on a co-sponsored project and results of the research need to be verified or, to assist the researcher, a specific site is used to conduct a specific test.  This might be the result of a particular method of testing, the type of chemicals used, or because the research requires a uniformity that cannot be guaranteed elsewhere.  An example would be one University working with another University on a research project and using an unbiased laboratory to provide testing and analyzing services.

Delegation:

The University of Wisconsin Madison has been delegated the authority to waive bidding procedures for individual transactions under $25,000 when we deem it in the best interest of the State to do so.  When using the delegated authority for this purpose, this justification may be referenced
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
